affect its quality and ‘strength. T mther adultelatwn was alleged in that a
valuable constituent of the ar ticle, to w 1t, butter fat, had been in part abstr acted
from the article.

On September 3, 1919, the United States attorney for the Fastern District of
Missouri, acting upon a report by fhe Seeretary of Agriculture, filed in the
District Court of the United States for said district a iibel for the seizure and
condemnation of a certain quantity of a certain article, labeled in part ¢ Lung
YVita,” remaining unsold in the original unbroken package at St. Louis, Mo,

alleging that the article had been shipped on or about June 27, 1919, by the.
Nashville Medicine Co., Nashville, Tenn., and transported from the State of:

Tennessee into the State of Missouri, and charging misbranding in violation
of the I'ood and Drugs Act, as amended.

Analysis of a4 sample of the article by the Bme‘m of Chemistry of this de-

partment showed that it consisted essentially of kerosene, vegetabie oils, sugar,
glyeerin, alcobol, and a small amount of plant extractives. .
Misbranding of the article was alleged in the.libel in that certain state-
ments appearing on the label on the bottle containing, on the carton enclosing,
and in . the circular accompanying the article, regarding the curative and

the}'apeuti'c effects  of the . article, falsely and fraudulently represented the.

article to be effective as a remedy for consumption, bronchial asthma, coughs,
colds, lung trouble, whooping cough, grip, croup, and bronchial troubles, whereas,
in truth and in fact, it was not effective.
